Dedication and CITO Event

We have had several articles about the “Green
Corridor” over the past two years. On May 5" Murrysville
Council voted unanimously to officially name that passage
the Don Harrison Community Trail in recognition of his
service to the Westmoreland Conservancy and to the
community.

Don Harrison is a past president of Westmoreland
Conservancy, serving from 1996 — 2000. It was during his
tenure that the conservancy became landowners in their
own right, with the King, Walter, Tomer and Flinn Reserves
all being acquired within that time frame. He laid much of
the foundation for Potter’'s Corner, the acquisition of which
was completed in 2001. And Don was instrumental in every
aspect of the realization of the Caywood Reserve, which is
the connection between Murrysville Community Park and
the King Reserve.

Saturday,
June 26" turned
out to be a perfect
day to dedicate
the trail with a
CITO (Cache In,
Trash Out) Event
at the Caywood
Reserve. Joe Ball
of PAGA (Pittsburgh Area Geocachlng Assomatlon)
suggested and organized the clean-up in Don’s honor. The
Westmoreland Conservancy and PAGA participants brought
together a luncheon at the work site during which Don was
presented with a brass plaque. There was a (non-alcoholic)
champagne toast to start the festivities. Following the lunch
break Joe Ball and interested parties placed the cache
commemorating the CITO/Dedication Event.

PAGA started their workday at 10AM, bagging trash
from various locations around the property. When they
finished at 8PM they had bagged and transported eight (8)

pick-up truckloads
down to the road for
Allied Waste to tend to
Monday morning. It
was a very successful
clean-up event and a
fitting tribute to a man
who has given so
much of his time and
effort to preserve the
beauty of the community of Murrysville.

Caching With the Conservancy

This year the Westmoreland Conservancy's annual
geocaching event, Caching with the Conservancy 2010,
took place on Saturday, May 22 in Murrysville. It officially
opened with a welcome from both Shelly Tichy, president of
the Westmoreland Conservancy and Robert Brooks, mayor

L of Murrysville. Despite pouring
rain and thunderstorms, over 85
people attended the event. The
Westmoreland Conservancy
invited the Municipality of
Murrysville and other local
community groups to participate
as well. This all-day event
included both geocaching and

nature related activities
including: a timed geocaching
competition, temporary

geocaches on both Conservancy and Municipal properties,
a special set of temporary caches for the kids, craft tables,
interactive tables, complimentary massages by Barb Brown,
a raffle, and food. There was no charge to any of the
participants.

The wide range of activities at the event were
designed to appeal to everyone's interests, regardless of
whether they were new or experienced geocachers, or not a
geocacher at all. One of the most popular activities was the
tree identification hike led by naturalist Cyndi Fink.
Interactive tables entertained participants throughout the
day. These included an “Animals of Pennsylvania” display
and quiz by S.L.AM., bats and white nose disease
presented by the Loyalhana Grotto, seed planting
sponsored by the Murrysville Garden Club, and minimizing
your environmental impact presented by the Girl Scouts.



Although the rain did not deter many from seeking the
temporary caches, others welcomed the chance to attend
the excellent series of presentations throughout the day.
These included many geocaching talks such as “An
Introduction to Geocaching” by Alan Freed that introduced
the sport to non-cachers. Bill Powers, CEO of PixController,
discussed motion activated wildlife photography such as the
cameras he has used to film the birth of a bear cub in its
den or the falcons on the top of the Gulf Tower in downtown
Pittsburgh. Sohail Kwaja also discussed photography, but
from a more personal
approach. Not only
was the audience
awed by his stunning
photographs, but the
tips Sohail provided
allow them to dream
that one day they too
might take such
spectacular pictures.
Michael Berman's talk on solving puzzle caches was geared
toward the more experienced cacher. One attendee was
especially excited at this presentation when she heard a
suggestion that would help her solve a troublesome
conundrum that had her sleepless for months! Not all
geocaches require a physical container. Earthcaches,
sponsored by the Geological Society of America, are a form
of virtual caches. Geocachers must find the location given in
the coordinates and learn some geology pertaining to the
site in order to log the cache. Even experience geocachers
may sometimes become confused by earthcaches. Mark
Porembka presented an easy-to-understand introduction to
these unique types of caches. And Shelly Tichy read
excerpts from the Conservancy Corner Collections, a series
of nature essays written by Dick Byers, a long-time
Conservancy member.

The special event geocaches were hidden
throughout Murrysville. Participant's who chose to seek
them were treated to a tour of some of the historic and
green spaces available in Murrysville. This included the
Westmoreland Conservancy reserves, Murrysville
Community Park, the Forbes Trail monument and the
historic well site.

The picnic and the raffle always generate interest,
